Items of Business  

1. Year 11 Prom – Chris has received a request for a donation towards the tickets of £4 per person. Previous year we donated £3 per head. There are 173 students in year 11 so this will make a total of £692.  Chris will find out if the ticket prices have gone up this year, hence the request for an extra £1 per ticket.
Helen voiced her concerns that contributing towards prom tickets is not in line with the constitution for our charity, as it is not for education purposes. It was suggested that we would rather contribute towards the cost of a ticket for a child that financially couldn’t go who the school felt deserves to go due to their achievements. 
Friends therefore decided not to pay a contribution to the tickets, but Chris will ask the prom committee if they are aware of any children who deserve to go, and we will consider covering their tickets. 

2. Fireworks 2018 – We are awaiting a final account from PRS regarding the parking, then all payments have been made. 

3. Fireworks 2019 – We will be moving to the chapel rooms this year due ongoing works being carried out in the park.  

· Nicky has suggested a DJ or some form of entertainment for this year’s events, in the past we had used Jack FM at the fireworks, but this stopped prior to the current Friends taking over. Chris will contact the previous Chairperson to see if she knows why this stopped. 
· During a meeting with RVCP, the new manager Phil agreed that we can increase our numbers this year to 6000. 
· Phil also suggested that all parking tickets are displayed on the front dashboard of the car upon approach to the park, so those at the gate can clearly see they have already purchased the tickets to park. 
· Suggestion was made for lights on top of the traffic cones as they were unable to be seen. Alison advised that we need to make sure that RVCP have all their street lights working because a lot of them were not which caused issues. 
· Nicky complained about how difficult it was to transport the lights around the park to set up, Phil advised that they can use the tractor from Manor Farm in addition to their tractor. 
· A blue badge owner was not happy that they couldn’t sit in their car in the car park and watch the fireworks, as the disabled parking was behind the trees. Amy will make sure that the disabled parking is moved for this year so the fireworks are visible from their cars should they wish to remain in them. 
· Quotes received for First Aid cover of £877 and £830. The company we used last year have quoted £585 so we will go with them. 
· It was agreed that we will do an advert in The Scene again this year, as this was successful last year. 
· Amy is happy to delegate the job of banners to someone else, this will just involve liaising with Lisa and getting the date changed on the banner. 
· Due to the closure of Veals we will need an additional outlet to sell tickets, ideally The Dancing Goose as they have helped us in the past and we know the staff.  Alison advised that Debs was going to make enquiries with Pickwell Farm if they can sell tickets for us and Wendy was going to enquire with Woolston Post Office. Alison will contact Hamble Social Club and Lowford Community Centre as well.  We need to know the final list of outlets before the banners can be made. 
· Coffee Cruiser and Crepe Stall have asked to come back this year at the same price. The Crepe Stall didn’t make a huge amount of money so have asked if they can sell candy floss as well, Amy has agreed to this but informed them that there may be another candy floss seller as well. 
· Chris will ask the Sports Centre if they would like a stall to advertise the centre. 
· Netley Garage wish to be mentioned on the parking tickets again. Elliotts have enquired about sponsorship this year, and Covers wish to be on the tickets again and offered a larger donation to do so. 
· All happy with the security company used last year, so Amy will speak to them shortly to see if they are happy to come back.
· Amy will speak to Debs about organising lighted products and ordering them before the summer holidays. 
· Ticket prices will stay the same this year. 
· Amy was chased for £40 payment from the school regarding the banner printing. A cheque was issued and handed to the school, so Chris will look into this. 
4. Music Concert Refreshments – Music concert on Wednesday March 6th 6.30pm-8.30pm. We have been asked if we can do the refreshments for this, Alison is happy to help out but will need 2 more volunteers. Pip will see if she can attend and Amy will ask Debs if she can help out. 
5. Treasurer -  Phillipa Milne is the new Treasurer, Alison will get together with her when the statements are through. 
6. Benches – Chris is awaiting the invoice for the benches. He is planning to get a plaque printed saying donated by Friends of Hamble for any items that we have paid for including the benches. 
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
